Lake Maumelle Fishing Report:                May 25, 2010

Lake Level:  0.1 inches above spillway Water Temp on lake  80 F

Black Bass:    Good: Floating worms, jerk baits, and Carolina rigs  are all working well in about  4- 10 feet of water and on edges of the grass and in the afternoon fish off of the points.

White Bass:   Good: Whites are breaking water and being caught in the North shore area of the lake and hitting  good with small crappie jigs, rooster tails and minnows.

Crappie:        Good: The crappie hitting on 1/32 oz jigs and minnows and shad color grubs in 15-20 feet of  water.  

Bream:          Excellent!!!!! :  Bream are being caught deep in 15-20 feet of water.  Bream are hitting CRICKETS or worms. Fishing off the                      breakwater is producing some good catches.

Catfish:        Excellent:   With the new change in trot line fishing some good reports on Blue catfish being caught on cut shad and prepared bait.

Saugeye:      Excellent: Saugeye are being caught trolling around the points in the early morning and late afternoon and are being caught on small crappie jigs, rogues, and  minnows.
